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Mission: 
(Blueprint) 

1. Love God.  
2. Love Each Other.   
3. Serve the World.  
 
This is it.This is simple. This must be the backbone of every program that we do. It should be a mantra 

that every student understands. Every second of everything we run must coincide with these goals. 
 
1. Love God. 
 
The first objective is for the students to have a vibrant and powerful relationship with God. There is 
nothing that comes before this objective. This is primary and must be the ultimate emphasis that each of 
our students understands.  
 

Sunday night is our introductory program. It will be designed for students to meet with God, review 
their relationship with Him and learn more about Him from His Word. 

Sunday morning is specifically designed to increase an understanding of God in His Word. It will be a 
discussion format to better increase their ability to see and comprehend how the Lord impacts their 

thinking, feeling, living. 
 
2. Love Each Other. 
 
Jesus called this our 2nd most important commandment. We must be unified. We must be connected, 
close and communal. Reflecting the early church will be a continual goal. They met together, hung out 
together, fellowshipped, encouraged and loved one another.  
 
We must be close and committed to one another. We do this so as to guard ourselves against the 
hardness of sin (Hebrews 3:14) and that we may together reflect His glory through the body of Christ.  
 

Our small groups will partly be aimed at this goal. This is the major driving force behind our student 
owned mid week groups. These will exist for the students to be able to share with one another, worship 

together and to share and pray for specific needs in their lives. 
 
3. Serve the World. 
 
There is no greater service to a dying world than giving them the message of the Gospel. We desire to 
emulate Christ by taking the message of Christ to them by our love, action, initiative and prayer.  
 
Our students will move through the program, recycling by serving their peers and the world around 
them. For the first half of the year, we will be mostly building the first two principles. By the 2nd half of 
the year, we should be able to move heavily into this initiative.  
 
There will be no weekly programmed leveled at this goal until later this semester. We need to train our 

students in the first two before we are fully prepared to make a massive program shift. 
We will be going through a Sunday school curriculum later in the semester that will be focusing on 

methods of evangelism. 



Emphases to Accomplish Mission: 
(Building Materials) 

 
1. Biblical Authority 
 
“All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for 
training in righteousness, that the man of God may be competent, equipped for every good work.” 

2 Timothy 3:16 
 

�  We will spend 40 minutes in Bible Study/Theological discussion Sunday Mornings. 

�  We will have a 15-20 minute Biblical lesson on Sunday nights. 

�  Our mid-week program will have an extended Bible study time. 

�  The students will be encouraged to listen to the sermon for 40 minutes on Sunday morning. 

�  We will always be seeking to answer the question for the students: 

 “Why we do what we do the way we do it?” We desire to constantly  

look to the Bible to answer for each of our activities. 

 
 
 
2. Prayer 
 

“First of all, then, I urge that supplications, prayers, intercessions, and thanksgivings be made 
 for all people ….”               

1 Timothy 2:1 
 

�  Leaders will be expected to pray for their students on a regular basis. 

�  Holy Jeans will be continually encouraged and developed (one congregant praying for 

one student everyday). 

�  Sunday nights will include prayer activities on a personal and corporate level. 

�  The midweek study will have significant time of prayer among the students. 

 
 
 
 
3. Community 

 
“But exhort one another every day, as long as it is called “today,” that none of you may be  

hardened by the deceitfulness of sin.” 
Hebrews 3:16 

 
�  We will be opening the Loft on Sunday afternoons for students to be together, do 

homework, watch the Bears lose, etc.  

�  The mid-week time will be for encouragement student to student with the leaders.  



�  We will have Sunday night small groups for students to share and pray for one another. 

�  Sunday morning will have a strong community emphasis in discussion and fellowship. 

�  We will be lengthening the official time of youth group so as to allow time before and 

after for students to build community. 

 

 

4. Worship 
 

“Enter His gates with thanksgiving, and his courts with praise! Give thanks to him; bless his name!”

�  Each Sunday night will have several activities aimed to give our Lord “Worthship” 

including singing, reflection, prayer and testimony. 

�  The mid-week study will include a time of student-led worship singing. 

�  There will be periodic times of worship activities involving prayer stations, journaling, 

art, Scripture readings etc. 

 

 
5. Communication

�  We will be beginning a Parents Council to serve as a communication source between the 

youth ministry and parents, students’ needs, etc. 

�  We will be amassing an emailing sheet allowing us to contact parents for a specific need, 

to update them on a program or to discuss the students. 

�  The calendar will be available through hard copy in the mail or electronically from the 

church’s online calendar.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 



Programs: 
(Tools) 

 

1. Sunday Night 6:00-8:30 
 

Most Sunday Nights will include the following elements. 
 

�  The Offering 
The offering will be a time when we seek to consecrate ourselves and offer our hearts, worship, and lives 

up to God. It will almost always include the following. 
1. Prayer of God’s pleasure and presence. 

2. Personal time of repentance and prayer.  

3. Teaching from the Word of God . 

4. Response to the Word of God (time of repentance, singing,  

praying, sharing). 

5. Worship in song. 

6. Experiencing God as a community (joining in prayer, giving testimony, etc.). 

   
�  Small Groups 

This is a time for prayer, accountability and discussion. The leaders and the 

students will be vulnerable in sharing and open for prayer in their personal walk.  

 
�       Activity  

In order to better aid fellowship and community, we will have some sort of fun 

activity. This may be dodge ball, soccer tournament or a scavenger hunt of some sort.  

 
�  Eating and Fellowshipping  

This is a time to eat something and to be together in order to hang out, and be 
together. This facilitates the community development that is high priority in the 
Scripture.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Sunday Morning 
 
Sunday morning’s goal is for the students to have a better grasp and ability dealing with 

the Word of God. There will be a light breakfast bar, and the setting will be casual.  

 



We will have a format that will rely significantly on discussion. The goal will be to show 

truth more than to simply tell it. We will have lecture times that will bookend the time 

discussion.  

 
The discussion will directly follow Pastor Charles teaching series on Romans. We will be 

talking about the issues that come up in the text after he goes through. We will try to 

tackle issues like “How does a good God allow pain in light of Romans 8:28?” or “Based 

on Romans 3, how bad are humans? Are we capable of love, goodness, kindness at all?” 

or “What is predestination and how do the Scriptures describe it”? 

 
 
 
 
 
3. Mid-week study 
 
Later in October, we will be beginning a mid week study. This will be largely student 

owned in order for them to grow closer to the Lord through leadership and through the 

body of Christ. There will be a leader present who will help and be apart of the meeting 

(particularly doing the facilitation of the Bible study time). There will be study of God’s 

Word, worship, prayer, food and fellowship. 

 
There will be two meetings. One will be for the upperclassmen. The other will be for the 

underclassmen.  

 
Throughout the month of September, the framework for these meetings will be decided. 

We will also be working with specific students to train and discuss how best to go about
